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MISSION OF THE ORGANIZATION 

MAEE is an organization of representatives from colleges/universities and school districts committed to developing ways to 
encourage talented individuals to make teaching their profession of choice.  Guided by our belief that "Teaching is the 
Cornerstone of all Professions," MAEE is dedicated to the promotion and improvement of preparing, recruiting, hiring and 
retaining quality teachers. 

STRUCTURE OF THE ORGANIZATION 

The Association is served by a president, a president-elect, a secretary, a treasurer, and an immediate past president.  The 
Executive Committee is composed of the above-named officers plus six members-at-large.  Three of the members-at-large are 
college members and three are school members.  The final member is a non-voting Emeritus member.  All new members are 
elected by the membership. 

MEMBERSHIP OF THE ORGANIZATION 

Regular membership in the Association shall be extended to each organization in the Mid-Atlantic region that prepares or 
employs educational personnel for service in public and private schools, colleges, universities and other related educational 
settings. 

RESOURCES OF THE ORGANIZATION 

One of the most important benefits MAEE offers is the wealth of knowledge that is freely and openly shared by its members.  In 
addition, the Association offers funding for research projects, future teacher clubs, and college scholarships.  Close personal 
and professional relationships and the pooling of resources and information help make mutual problems easier to handle. 

OTHER SERVICES OF THE ORGANIZATION 

An Annual Conference is held (usually in November) to enhance and enrich members’ professional competencies and contacts.  
Additionally, periodic newsletters and a yearly directory are provided to active and Emeritus members. 

THE HISTORICAL PERSPECTIVE OF MAEE (FORMERLY MAASCUS) 

The Pennsylvania Institutions for Teacher Placement Association (PITPA) proposed the organization of the states in the Mid-
Atlantic area into a Mid-Atlantic Placement Association on October 11, 1962, for the following reasons: 

• States have much in common geographically. 
• Few of the institutions in the area belong to the national organization that was the forerunner of ASCUS. 
• Those who belong to the national organization seldom attend conferences due to cost. 
• PITPA could act as the promoting state for the organization. 
• The new organization would in no way take the place of the national organization. 
• Recruiting for eastern public schools is done largely in the Mid-Atlantic States. 
• These states have much in common in recruitment, certification and curriculum. 
• The reciprocity agreement between PITPA and member colleges could exist at a much greater advantage in the Mid-

Atlantic Association. 
• Organization of these states would minimize the use of the U.S. Employment Service.   
• There is a need for professionals in the field to know each other better. 

ASCUS (American Association for School, College and University Staffing) charged its subcommittee on States and Regionals to 
use this proposal as a pilot project for 1963.  An organizational meeting was held October 17-18, 1963, and MAEE (MAASCUS) 
was formed.  The MAEE (MAASCUS) Constitution was approved and officers elected in October 1964.  The first Annual 
Conference was held in October 1965.  PITPA voted in 1969 to dissolve, turn over its financial balance to MAEE (MAASCUS) and 
send its records to the ASCUS headquarters for permanent filing. 

MAEE (MAASCUS) has successfully hosted the ASCUS Annual Conference in 1981, 1988 & 2001.

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MAEE Adopts the American Association for Employment in Education's Code of Ethics: 
 

ETHICS STATEMENT FOR RECRUITMENT AND PLACEMENT OF TEACHER CANDIDATES 
 

Principles for Educational Career Planning and Placement Officials 
 

Educational Career Planning and Placement Officials should: 
1. Assist individuals in developing career plans and making career decisions without imposing personal values or biases. 
 

2. Provide counsel, advice equitable service, and assistance to all qualified users regardless of race, religion, ethnic, or 
national origin, age, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, handicap status, or veteran status.  This includes providing 
all candidates with equal access to information on job opportunities for which they meet the qualifications. 

 

3. Provide comparable services to all employers who adhere to AAEE Ethics Principles. 
 

4. Have knowledge of the educational field and be familiar with trends, activities, and practices affecting educational 
placement. 

 

5. Maintain EEO (Equal Employment Opportunity) compliance and follow affirmative action principles in career services 
activities.  This may include responding to concerns of EEO noncompliance, working to resolve complaints with the 
hiring personnel or employing organization, and if necessary, referring such concerns to the appropriate campus 
department or agency. 

 

6. Disclose candidate information only with prior written consent of the candidate unless health and safety considerations 
or requirements of law necessitate the dissemination of such information.  Educational career planning and placement 
officials should maintain the confidentiality of student information, regardless of source, including written records, 
credential files, reports, and computer databases. 

 

7. Advise candidates about their obligations in the recruitment process and establish guidelines to encourage their 
compliance.  Candidate obligations include: 

 Providing accurate information for all records, applications, and interviews. 
 Accepting an offer of employment in good faith, signing only one contract, and upon signing, cease interviewing and 

other job search activities. 
 Interviewing with employers with whom there is an intent to seek employment currently or in the future. 

 

Principles for Education Employers 
 

Education Employers should: 
1. Maintain EEO and ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) compliance and follow affirmative action principles in recruiting 

activities in a manner that includes the following:  
 Reviewing selection criteria for adverse impact upon protected groups as defined by EEO/ADA. 
 Avoiding use of unacceptable inquiries during the recruiting process.  These include, but are not limited to, requests 

for candidate photographs, information on marital status, parental status (including number of children), sexual 
orientation, physical/mental/medical limitations, age, race, or religion.  Employing organizations should review and if 
necessary revise application forms and interview questions to delete all but the necessary job-related questions. 

 Investigating concerns forwarded by the career services office regarding EEO and/or ADA noncompliance and 
seeking resolution of such concerns. 

 
2. Supply accurate information on their organization's employment opportunities. 
 
3. Refrain from any practice that improperly influences and affects job acceptances.  Such practices may include undue 

time pressure for acceptance of employment offers and encouragement of revocation of another employment offer.  
Employment professionals shall strive to communicate decisions to candidates within the agreed-upon time frame.  
Education employers should be responsible for employment offers made by their representatives. 

 
4. Maintain the confidentiality of all candidate information, regardless of the source, including, but not limited to, 

placement or credential files, personal knowledge, written records/reports, and computer databases.  Candidate 
information should not be disclosed to another organization or individual without the prior written consent of the 
candidate, unless necessitated by health and/or safety conditions or requirements of law. 

 
5. Provide candidates with written statements outlining employment offers including, but not limited to, position, salary, 

start date, and term of employment.

MID-ATLANTIC ASSOCIATION FOR EMPLOYMENT IN EDUCATION (MAEE) 

THE CONSTITUTION OF THE ASSOCIATION 

ARTICLE I: Name  

The name of this Association shall be the Mid-Atlantic Association for Employment in Education.  

ARTICLE II: Purpose  

The purposes of this Association shall be to promote a determined cooperative working relationship among college and university placement 
and teacher preparation officials, school employing officials and Deans of the Schools of Education within the Mid-Atlantic region; to 
encourage promotion of the staffing activity as a growing professional enterprise; to encourage continual improvement in the procedure used 
in the staffing function; to promote research; and to promote the staffing concept as an integral part of the educational process.  

ARTICLE III: Membership  

Section 1.  The privilege of Regular membership in the Association shall be extended to institutions and school district consortiums in 
the Mid-Atlantic region that prepares or directly employ teachers and other educational personnel for service in public or 
private schools, colleges or universities. In the case of multiple campuses of a single college or university, membership may 
be obtained by each campus. Exceptions may be made by the Executive Committee. Only individuals officially responsible 
for education placement and staff recruitment shall represent these member institutions. The Mid-Atlantic region shall 
include the states of New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Maryland, Delaware, Virginia, West Virginia, and the District of 
Columbia.  

Section 2.  The privilege of Associate membership shall be extended to both state education departments and not-for-profit 
organizations in the Mid-Atlantic region whose primary activities consist of providing information or services relating to 
educational, career planning, placement and recruitment activities.  

Section 3.  The privilege of Affiliate membership shall be extended to for-profit organizations within or outside of the Mid-Atlantic region 
whose primary activities consist of providing information or services relating to educational, career planning, placement 
and recruitment activities.  

Section 4.  Formal application for membership shall be filed with the Chairperson of the Membership Committee for appropriate 
action.  

Section 5.  An individual member in good standing, but no longer affiliated with a member institution or organization, may become a 
dues-paying, non-voting Individual member with a two-thirds vote approval of the Executive Committee. Individual members 
shall be reviewed annually by the Executive Committee in order to continue such membership status.  

Section 6.  Upon the recommendation of an Association member, a non-voting Emeritus membership is awarded to a member in good 
standing who has retired or who has announced plans to retire after the last, but prior to, the next annual meeting. (Should 
plans change, this recognition would be revoked by the Executive Committee.) The award is based on twenty years of 
membership with situational involvement, or ten years with notable involvement, or five years with service as an officer 
upon the approval of two-thirds of the Executive Committee.  

ARTICLE IV: Officers  

Section 1.  The officers shall be a president, a vice president (president-elect), a secretary and a treasurer.  

Section 2.  The officers named in SECTION 1 may be either college or employer Regular members and shall be nominated according to 
the by-laws.  

Section 3.  Officers shall be elected for one year terms at the annual meeting with the exception of the treasurer, who shall be elected 
to a two year term every two years and shall hold office until a successor is selected.  

Section 4.  The vice president, if elected by the general membership and not appointed as per section 8, shall automatically succeed 
to the presidency.  
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Section 5.  No officer may be elected to more than one complete term in the same office with the exception of the treasurer, who shall 
be limited to two terms.  

Section 6.  In case the office of the president becomes vacant, the vice president shall assume that office for the remainder of the 
unexpired term.  

Section 7.  In the absence of the president, the president's duties shall be performed by the vice president.  

Section 8.  When an officer other than that of president is left vacant for any cause, the president, shall make a recommendation to fill 
that office until the next annual election which shall be approved by a majority vote of the remaining executive board taken 
at their next scheduled meeting, or through written ballots sent through the mail.  

Section 9.  If the offices of president and vice president should become vacant, the Executive Committee shall elect a temporary 
president to serve until the office is filled by due process at the next Annual Meeting of the Association.  

ARTICLE V: The 12 Member Executive Committee  

Section 1.  The four officers named above, the immediate past president, one emeritus member, and six elected members shall 
constitute the twelve members of the Executive Committee of the Association. Three of the elected members shall be 
college members and three shall be employers. The Emeritus member shall be elected by a majority of the entire Executive 
Committee to a term not exceeding two annual meetings. During active service on the Executive Committee, the Emeritus 
member shall be a non-voting advisory member to that committee. If during the Emeritus member's term he/she should 
become unwilling or unable to continue, the Executive Committee may vote to immediately appoint a new Emeritus 
member. The new Emeritus member shall serve to complete the unexpired portion of the former Emeritus' term.  

Section 2.  The president of the Association shall serve as Chairperson of the Executive Committee.  

Section 3.  The Executive Committee shall be responsible for transacting such business of the Association as is not reserved for the 
membership under the Constitution and By-Laws.  

Section 4.  A majority of the Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum.  

Section 5.  The terms of the Executive Committee members shall run for two years and they shall be elected in classes of three 
members in keeping with Section 1.  

Section 6. If any of the six elected members or the emeritus member of the Executive Committee should leave the position for any 
reason, the vacancy shall be filled by appointment by the president with the approval of the Executive Committee until the 
next annual election, when a person shall be elected for the unexpired period of the original term if the term has not 
expired. Those who are newly appointed or elected into the vacant terms of the Executive Committee shall constitute the 
categories of employers or college members intended as per Section I.  

ARTICLE VI: Fiscal Year  

Section 1.  The fiscal year shall be from January 1 through December 31.  

Section 2.  The treasurer is responsible for each particular fiscal year and shall make a tentative report at the Annual Meeting and a 
full, final written report at the first new fiscal year meeting of the Executive Committee.  

ARTICLE VII: Meetings  

Section 1.  There shall be an Annual Meeting to be held at a time and in a place to be determined by the Executive Committee. All 
members may designate official representatives to the meeting. Other individuals, such as executive officers of the 
member institutions of school systems, may also attend the meeting as guests by paying the attendant costs.  

Section 2.  Former members who have retired and are not actively working in the field may have the privilege of attending the Annual 
Meeting by paying all personal costs. No registration fee will be charged.  

Section 3.  The business session and election of officers and members of the Executive Committee shall be held during the Annual 
Meeting.  
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Section 4.  Other meetings may be called by the Executive Committee or at the request of a number of regular members equal to a 
quorum of the Association.  

 

ARTICLE VIII: Amendments  

Section 1.  Proposed amendments to this Constitution shall be presented to the Executive Committee in writing at least one week prior 
to the business session of the Annual Meeting.  

Section 2.  The Constitution may be amended by two-thirds vote of the members present at the Annual Meeting or by a two-thirds vote 
of the membership responding by paper or electronic ballot to the Executive Committee's call for a vote. The result of the 
vote shall be made part of the minutes of the general meeting.  

ARTICLE IX: Dissolution  

Section 1.  In the event of dissolution of the Association, the assets of the Association shall be distributed only to such organizations 
that enjoy exemption under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  
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MAEE CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS 

ARTICLE I: Dues 

Section 1:  Dues shall be determined by the Association upon the recommendation of the Executive Committee.  

ARTICLE II: Eligibility to Vote  

Section 1.  Each dues-paying Regular and Associate member institution or organization in good standing shall be entitled to one vote. 
Compliance with the requirements of the Constitution and By-Laws shall constitute good standing.  

Section 2.  Twenty percent (20%) or more of the Regular and Associate members of the Association shall constitute a quorum.  

ARTICLE III: Election of Officers and Members of the Executive Committee  

Section 1.  The Nominating Committee chaired by the Past-President, and consisting of at least two additional members exclusive of the 
current Executive Committee, will solicit suggestions for candidates from the membership approximately nine (9) months prior to 
the Annual Conference in November. A list of positions to be filled and brief descriptions of the duties/qualifications will be mailed 
to each individual representing member institutions in good standing.  

Section 2.  The Nominating Committee will then prepare a ballot with candidate(s) for each vacant office based on the membership returns 
and the input from the Committee members. The ballot will be presented to the Executive Committee at the May Board Meeting for 
approval. In preparing the ballot, the committee shall consider the following factors:  

• nominations from the membership received through the general mailing  

• the qualifications and previous contributions of each candidate and their willingness to serve the organization  

• overall composition of the current MAASCUS Board both continuing and new members  

• a balance between school district and college representation  

• ethnic minority representation  

• gender balance  

• representation from various geographic areas in the MAASCUS region  

Section 3.  The Nomination Committee shall nominate only individuals representing Regular member institutions in good standing.  

Section 4.  The election ballot will be mailed in August to the primary contact of member institutions, i.e. only one vote per institution. 
Consultation with other representatives of the institution, as listed in the Membership Directory, will be encouraged. Member 
institutions must be in good standing, i.e. dues for the current year must be paid. The candidate receiving the greatest number of 
votes for each position shall be elected. Successful candidates will be notified by September and presented at the Annual 
Business Meeting in November.  

Section 5.  With the exception of the Treasurer (Article IV, Section 5), no elected officer of the Executive Committee shall be nominated for the 
same office while still holding that office.  

ARTICLE IV: Amendments to the By-Laws  

Section 1.  Proposed Amendments to the By-Laws shall be presented to the Executive Committee in writing one week prior to the business 
session at the Annual Meeting.  

Section 2.  The By-Laws may be amended by the approval of the Executive Committee and a two-thirds vote of Regular and Associate 
members present at the Annual Meeting or by a two-thirds vote of the membership responding by paper or electronic ballot to the 
Executive Committee's call for a vote. The result of the vote shall be made part of the minutes of the general meeting.
